Action taken so far and any response from management.
No contact made between Trust and Branch Health and Safety Officer or Branch County Lead to d::tt-- showing a lack of Partnership Working or Duty of Care.

Remedial measures necessary.
The Trust needs to recognise that the Branch Officers have a legal right to be alerted to any Health and
safety issues or incidents.
Consequences of doing nothing.
The Trust could be breaking the law by not consulting through the proper channels.

Date after which Unison will consult with outside agencies
The Branch will be writing to the Health and Safety Executive on this issue if it is not resolved by the
next Trust Health and Committee Meeting on Wednesday 11 March 2009.
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
